We have developed a locally sustainable 
water supply for groundwater replenishment by capturing stormwater and using smart technology to recycle the water we already have.

To help promote water literacy and conservation, WRD invites kindergarten through sixth grade students in the WRD service area to participate in 
the Annual Student Art Contest. This year’s topic options included: Guardians of the Aquifer, Tapping into Solutions, and Everyone Needs Water.
